Application Process:

"% Submit applications to the Randall County Extension Office by May 15, 2026.

" Interviews: Held in person at the Randall County Extension Office on May 26, 2026.
¥ Selections will be made via application & in-person interview.

"% We are looking for Ambassadors who WANT to participate and those who are EXCITED to lead in
fulfilling their responsibilities.
